Biohazardous Waste Disposal

I  Disposal of Syringes and Sharp Objects

Objective:  To prevent inadvertent spread of infection through accidental puncture                      
       wounds.


Policy:  1. All syringes and other sharp instruments will be disposed of in puncture-

                 proof containers.

2. There will be no re-capping of needles at any time.

Procedure:  1. All employees will exercise extreme caution when handling needles and 

                        other sharp objects to avoid accidental puncture wounds.

2. After use all sharp objects will be put into puncture-proof containers.

3. When the puncture-proof container is ¾ full or to the “fill” line it will be sealed and the certified waste management hauler:_________________

II Disposal of Infectious Waste (Body Fluids)

Objective:  To prevent inadvertent spread of infection through improper treatment and 

                   handling of infectious waste. 

Policy:  1. All infectious waste (body fluids) will be disposed of in an appropriate 

                  container. 

2. There will be no injudicious handling and treatment of infectious waste at any

time.

Procedure:  1. All employees will exercise extreme caution when handling and treating 

                       infectious waste to ensure protection against bloodborne pathogens.

2. After use all infectious waste will be put into a proper biohazard container.

3. When the biohazard container is ¾ full or to the “fill” line it will be sealed and the certified infectious waste management hauler: ____________________ will be contacted for container pick up.
