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A Woman's Place (AWP) of Merced County is a Domestic Violence and Rape Crisis Intervention Center. 

They are the only Agency in Merced County that provides comprehensive services to victims of domestic violence. Additionally, they are the only Agency in Merced and Mariposa Counties that provides sexual assault services. AWP's bilingual/bicultural staff is "on call" 24-hours a day, 365 days a year, to assist with emergency domestic violence and sexual assault incidents.  They provide services such as a 24-Hour Crisis Hotline, services for perpetrators of domestic violence, legal department services, violence prevention services, training and community education, household establishment assistance and emergency food and clothing.

A Woman's Place collaborates with the Merced Co. District Attorney's Office and Local Police Dept. to provide victims with comprehensive and safe domestic violence services.  They provide individual/group counseling, walk in crisis counseling, safehouse emergency shelters, survival tips for battered women, advocacy services, court accompaniment and assistance with domestic violence restraining orders.  Also, AWP provides support services to sexual assault survivors and their families.
